After 2 years of preparation, assessment and selection, the award presentation ceremony for QBA 2004
was held tonight at Langham Hotel of Tsim Sha Tsui. The Organizing Committee of QBA 2004 was

To fully appreciate the two major types of buildings in Hong Kong, QBA 2004 has been divided into 2
categories: Residential Category and Non-Residential Category. Upon completion of nomination period
by March 2004, a total of 23 nominations have been received for these 2 categories. After months of
continual assessment and selection by members of the Organizing Committee and the Jury Panel of
QBA 2004, and fairly weighing the nominations against the 10 judging criteria of Quality, Teamwork,
Design, Innovation, Cost, Environmental Friendliness / Sustainability, Safety, Health & Hygiene,
Project Management, Social and Ethical and Customers Satisfaction, tonight’s awardees have been
finalized by July 2004.
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Members of the Jury Panel, including Mr. Keith Kerr; Mr. Joseph Kwan, MH, Chairman of the
QBA2004 Organizing Committee; Mr. Marco Wu, JP, Director of Buildings; Prof. Patrick Lau, SBS,
Professor of the Faculty of Architecture of the University of Hong Kong; Ms L.C. Wong, Executive
Director of the Housing Society; Ir Dr. C.K. Lau, Immediate Past President of the Hong Kong Institute
of Engineers; and Ir Billy Wong, President of the Hong Kong Construction Association, all found it
difficult to decide on the award winners with the equally high quality of nominations received. “The 8
projects receiving awards and certificates of merits tonight are truly projects with supreme high
standards and should be widely recognized by industry alike,” said Mr. Joseph Kwan during the event.

Strong and effective partnerships are necessary in order to complete successful building projects. This is
the most important factor to ensure that every building meets the needs of the society and delivers
practical values to their occupants and users. Besides promoting team spirit, QBA also encourages a
collective commitment by the industry to uphold its image and competitiveness. It is the QBA
organizers’ belief that the QBA will foster a greater sense of teamwork within the industry, in addition
to raising the overall standards of construction in Hong Kong.

The Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors will be the Chairing Organization of QBA 2006 and will continue
to give public recognition to those building projects that are outstanding in quality and have been
constructed under collaborative team spirit over the past two years. We look forward to continuing this
excellent tradition well into the future.
